Changes to our reporting system for students in Years 1-8 in 2021

content to our Hero software and we are excited to share this with you to include you in your child's learning
journey. This will be a replacement to your child's end of year written report. You will receive updates on your
child's learning throughout the year.

Our aim has been to implement a robust system that allows teachers, parents, and students to access learning in
an online environment that is secure, easy, and effective.

Hero allows teachers to share learning anytime, anywhere and this can be viewed on any device. We are
excited about the potential that the software offers. The report is designed to build year on year so that over time
you will have access to written posts, assessments, images, video and helpful resources all in one place.

In 2021 we will hold a parent information session for interested parents/carers. In the meantime, it would be
helpful if you were able to upload the Hero app onto your mobile phone.

BYOD REMINDER

We have become a BYOD- bring your own device school and we just thought we would remind you of which
type of device would be best, in case there are any students who would like to put it on their Christmas list.
The main requirements for a device is one which:

o is portable - low weight and small dimensions.
o has a battery life of at least 4 hours.
o when using the device at school please ensure that the cover or carry bag is robust.

o should last for at least three years with good care.
Once your child gets to their senior years Years 12 and 13 they may need a laptop rather than a
Chromebook to run subject specific software. A Windows laptop is recommended as some subjects use
software that is specific to Windows OS.

Note that the school policy is not to connect a students phone, or other device smaller than a 8' screen size, to
our wireless network.
